1 The cache is logged for the whole team in the logbook.�2 It is only allowed to search one cache at a time.�3 Not every member of the team needs to be present at the cache.�4 The planned trip will be tested before the record run to locate parking areas, entrances to parks, places to shop for food and toilets. No caches will be located in advance. 


5 It is possible to have a car following to get supplies. They are not allowed to help in the search.


6 Driving laws are obeyed.


7 The record run is performed in 24 running hours – no time-outs!�
